Children can nurture their relationship food and 
further their understanding of the food we eat 
when visiting a local allotment in the Year 5 
topic, ‘Does our food need to travel long 
distances?’ 

Excel Children can show ambition by making 
comparisons between their local environment 
and a contrasting environment in the Year 2 topic 
‘Africa.’ 

Children can excel and show ambition by making 
increasingly complex comparisons between their 
local environment and three other localities in 
the ‘Mexico’ topic in Year 6.
